Don’t Crack Up!

What's small, white, and can
break open upon impact? Watch out
for falling
eggs! Stu-
dents in Mrs.
Wischropp’s
Science class
familiarized

with the
process of

Science by completing an inquiry activ-
ity.

Working with their groups,
they had to come up with the solution
to the problem of falling eggs. They
needed to build a device that would
safely catch an egg dropped from eight
feet. They were only allowed these
materials: 4 Kleenex, 2 sheets of pa-
per, 12 inches of masking tape, and 2

straws.

Knowing that they could only
use those materials, students designed
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a device by
drawing
pictures on
paper. The
3 next day,
students worked together in their
groups to build their models.

Some groups found that it
was very difficult to build what they
had planned on paper. Some found
that their drawings used more materi-
als that they could use!

Once all the devices were
built, students went outside to test
them. Their structures proved to be
